The documentation listed below must be available prior to the arrival of the shipment at Buenos Aires port/airport in 
order to avoid delays. 

 

HOUSEHOLD GOODS / UNACCOMPANIED BAGGAGE 

FOREIGNERS  

1. Diplomatic franchise approved by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs 

2. Customs authorization note (we provide the model) 

3. CDI/CUIL copy 

4. Copies of the diplomatic passport, signed and stamped by the Embassy: 

 Page with the personal information 

 Page with the Argentine visa 

 Page with the migration entry stamp (Argentina) 

ARGENTINEANS 

1. Diplomatic franchise approved by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs 

2. Customs authorization note (provided by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs together with the diplomatic franchise) 

3. CUIL copy 

4. Copies of the diplomatic passport, signed by the diplomatic officer: 

 Page with the personal information 

 Page with the visa at the country of origin 

 Page with the migration entry stamp (Argentina) 

 

PERSONAL OWNED VEHICLES 

FOREIGNERS  

The importation of vehicles must be pre-approved by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs before shipping. 

1. Diplomatic franchise approved by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs 

2. Form “Detalle de la Mercadería” (we provide the model) 

3. Copy of the purchase invoice or value declaration note (we provide the model) 

4. E-authorization via AFIP webpage (full details to be provided)

Diplomatic benefits do not apply in this case. The vehicles property of Argentine diplomats must be imported under the general 
customs regime.
